REQUEST 
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Thrapston Town Council, taking into account the views of residents ex-
pressed at a public meeting held on 12 February 2008 made the following 
submission to the consultation process. 

Comments relate to Conformity Tests 7,8 and 9  

1. While the Plan acknowledges that the required infrastructure must be 
in place before any future development occurs, there is no guarantee 
that this will happen because of the many different agencies involved.  
The Policy framework should be strengthened to ensure that this  
requirement for infrastructure will be met.  This is particularly so as 
the timescales set in the Plan leave little time to make necessary  
arrangements, i.e. for developments to commence in 2011. 

2. Confusion about the proposed location of the new surgery arising 
from  the previous planning application for the Huntingdon Road site 
needs to be resolved as this facility is a significant part of the required 
infrastructure. 

3. A new secondary school is needed in Thrapston, together with a   
remodeling of the current primary and middle provision, to provide 
sufficient school places for the town; particularly as much of the    
proposed housing will be larger family houses with 3+ bedrooms.  A 
long term view of the need for school places should be taken to    
ensure that there is adequate provision when it is needed. 

4. Lessons must be learnt from past planning practices and mistakes.  
Funding for the community  ventures and local infrastructure,        
aesthetic considerations and impact on the environment are all     
issues that need to be brought under strict control by the local     
planning authority. 

5. An increased population in the Town will require more employment 
opportunities.  There is no provision in the plan for this issue  to be 
addressed other than to wait further proposals from others.  The Plan 
should be strengthened in this area and encourage the development 
of commerce and industry here. 

6. Improvements are required with regard to public transport which is 
currently insufficient for a town the size of Thrapston.  If alternatives 
to car travel are to be encouraged then this provision needs urgent 
consideration.
